S P Shukla, group
president — aerospace, defence, agri & steel
sectors — at the Mahindra group, said,
“What has been announced is a whole-
some package with short, medium and
long term elements. It will take the local
procurement of parts and equipment up-
wards of 40 per cent.”

Mahindra Group, which has presence
in all the three segments of the defence sec-
tor, will be investing in creating capacities
for manufacturing once the government
announces the list of items that can be
sourced locally. “Many of these items will be
of interest to us,” said Shukla.

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman
had announced a series of measures to
boost investments in India’s defence and
aerospace sector last week as part of the
tranche 4 of the 20 trillion economic
stimulus. Sitharman, who held the defence
portfolio in the first Narendra Modi-led gov-
ernment, announced increase in foreign
direct investment (FDI) limit in defence
from the existing 49 per cent to 74 per cent.

Apart from the creation of a negative
import list, the FM also made a separate
budget allocation for acquiring indigenous
capital goods. “Separate budgets for do-
mestic purchase and imported goods are a
welcome move and will allow Indian com-
panies to plan capacity and production
accordingly. Otherwise, one didn’t know
how much will be available for domestic

T he recent reforms announced in the
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procurement,” said Shukla. He added that
local procurement of spares will be yet
another important step in creating strategic
independence and reducing downtime and
costs. It will benefit small and medium
enterprises (SMEs) and also open avenues
for exports for manufacturers, he said. As of
now, there are no restrictions with regard to
import of spares.

Agreed J D Patil, whole-time director
(defence & smart technologies) and senior
executive vice-president, L&T. He said,
“This will bring in renewed focus on indige-
nous defence production as well as build
confidence of Indian private sector com-
panies to invest and build capability. It also
provides assurance to the supply chain
ecosystem of continued utilisation of built-
up capacity. It is hoped that this part of the
budget will grow in percentage share, year
on year.” It will protect the indigenous pro-
grammes that have seen repeated defer-
ment, given the budget constraints caused
by big-ticket government-to-government
contracts that have been entered into as
urgent requirements.

Patil said the local procurement of

spares will open up significant opportuni-
ties, especially for ministry of micro, small
& medium enterprises (MSMEs). The move
would maximise indigenisation of import-
ed spares with tie-ups with original equip-
ment manufacturers (OEMs) instead of
importing them. He added that the gover-
nment should notify the list of banned
weapons and platforms with well-defined
phase and year-wise timelines in advance.
This will provide a clear road map to the
industry to build capacity and capability
as well as foster indigenous research and
development and innovation.

India gives orders worth $100 billion a
year for defence procurement, making it
one of the world’s most lucrative markets.
Net foreign direct investment (FDI) inflows
grew 14.2 per cent in 2018-19. The top sectors
attracting FDI equity inflows are services,
automobiles and chemicals.

The increase in FDI limit from 49 per
cent to 74 per cent will also cover strategic
projects. These large projects could also be
awarded to foreign companies. Therefore,
Indian firms will have to compete and this
could be an area of concern, he said.

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Nasscom for policy tweak to
‘enablelonger WFH scenario

IT industry body National Association of
Software and Services Companies
(Nasscom) has written to the government,
asking for measures to support its member
entities with the pandemic looking set to
impact the industry in the near term.
Nasscom has asked for the abolition of
OSPs (other service providers) under the
Department of Telecom, under which cer-
tain kinds of work (such as voice calls) can-
not be shifted to employees’ homes. This
will enable a longer term work-from-home
(WFH) scenario, which several firms like
Tata Consultancy Services have already
spoken about. While the industry has rec-
eived an extension in relaxation of OSP
norms until July 31, these have to be abol-
ished altogether if WFH is to become a new
normal. Keshav Murugesh, CEO of WNS
Global Services, said: “Nasscom is already
working with the government to leverage
this crisis and create new models of engage-

ment, including changing labour laws.”

The complexities in asking for changes
tolabour laws will arise once it requires tin-
kering with aspects that fall under states’
jurisdiction.

The key assumption in labour laws is
that workers go to a physical workplace
located in a given state. “Labour laws are on
the concurrent list of the Constitution, and
hence regulatory requirements differ from
state to state. For example, professional tax
is a state subject. If I am an employer in
Pune and my employees are working from
home in Lucknow, Chennai and Indore,
then would I have to get a professional tax

registration and pay the same in all four
states?” said Rishi Agrawal, co-founder and
CEO of Avantis Regtech (a TeamLease firm).
He added that of 18 states having a pro-
fessional tax requirement, 16 allow filing of
tax electronically, while Gujarat and Tamil
Nadu have a manual process. This means
that to file professional tax for employees
working in different districts of these two
states, a company potentially has to ask a
consultant to file taxes manually in each
district. Similarly, Labour Welfare Fund and
minimum wages are state subjects.

Extending SEZ, tax norms

Extending the Special Economic Zones
policy has been a key ask of Nasscom since
last year, with the sunset clause having
expired in March 2020. The industry has
received a few months’ extension, but has
asked for further extension of five years. At
present, IT firms based in SEZs are man-
dated to collect their payment in foreign
exchange for delivery of services to domes-
tic tariff-based customers.

Dr Singhal informed, among
the staffers undergoing
treatment, close to 60% of the
patients are asymptomatic and
will be soon discharged.

"Just like the number of cases,

the recovery rate is also '
increasing. With 104 patients
discharged and 208 total
cases, the recovery rate stands
at 50 per cent now. The
recovery rate will increase with
time, as most of the patients
are asymptomatic and will be
released soon," added the
doctor.

Meanwhile, as the number of
cases are rising, there is a
dearth of beds in government
hospitals. BEST committee
member Sunil Ganacharya has
written to the administration,
demanding the reservation of
beds for its employees at some
private hospitals.

BMC to acquire private buildings
for quarantine iacilities

The Brihanmumbai Munici-
pal Corporation (BMC) has di-
rected all its ward officials to
identify nearly completed pri-
vate residential buildings that
can be used as quarantine
centres / isolation facilities
for suspected and positive
asymptomatic cases to ensure
availability of facilities in
case needed by the local ad-
ministration if the number of
cases starts surging in the city.
The municipal commission-
er had last month empowered
ward officers to acquire va-
cant rooms in their jurisdic-
tions. Food and basic arrange-
ments in these places will be
provided by the BMC.
Accordingto civic officials, de-
spite the order, the civic body
has already started taking over
completed but vacant residen-
tial buildings constructed by
Slum Rehabilitation Authority
(SRA), MMRDA and other gov-
ernment agencies. However;, the
civic body is now looking at ac-

quiring private residential
buildings. "We are looking at
requisitioning/acquiring build-
ings that have ready accommo-
dation and toilet facilities and
can be available to us readily.
Hence we are looking at acquir-
ing facilities such as schools,
hostels, hotels, Lodges, mar-
riage halls and private hospitals
that are vacant and can be used
as a quarantine facility readily.
We are yet to acquire any pri-
vate residential building, there
